The county government's recurrent expenditure shall not exceed the county government's total revenue. The County Gasernme
adhered to this principle by maintaining a recurrent edipere of Ksh 4.76 Billion which is below the total revenue of
Ksh12.2Billion.

Over the medium term a minimum of thirty percent of the county government's budget shall be allocated to the developr
expenditure. The County Governmenpegted expenditure on development programmes is pegged at Ksh.7.42Billion. This translat
to about 61.1 percent of the County government's budget of Ksh12.2Billion.

The county government's expenditure on wages and benefits for its public officers shaticeed a percentage of the county
government's total revenues as prescribed by the County Executive member for finance in regulations and approved by the C
Assembly. The threshold given in the Public Finance Management Regulations 2015 is 35 Peec@aunty government expected
wage bill is at 21.5 percent of the total revenue.

Over the medium term, the county government's borrowing shall be used only for the purpose of financing developmenteexpenc
and not for recurrent expenditure. The Coqu@bvernment does not intend to borrow as our budget is balanced and there is no budg
deficit or financing gap.

The rest of the principles have been taken into consideration as to forecasting of revenues, short term borrowing ewgdfiscatain
risksthrough prudent expenditure management.

RISKS TO THE FISCAL PLAN FY 2018/2019
Implementation of this FY 2018/2019 County fiscal plan and achievement of the County Strategic objectives may face ithg follov
challenges:

Delays in Exchequer releases by tentral Bank which may result in late implementation of projects. As it has happened in th
recent years, this will increase the burden of managing our pending bills in future.

Underperformance of our own source revenue below the set target of Ksh 868 Wik to slow recovery of our economy from the
effects of the General Election and low business performance. This will imply underfunding and postponement of some of co
projects/programmes to the next financial year.

Unpredictable weather conditiomsd the adverse effects of climate change may affect productivity and economic activities in tr
local economy. Adverse weather conditions like drought and heavy rainfall leading to floods may cause low agricultutizitproduc
and food insecurity. Thiill call for emergency provisions in extreme cases of hunger and starvation.
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iv.  Insecurity and unfavorable macroeconomic environment including increased inflation and food prices, unstable exchanggitrates,
squeeze by commercial banks may impact savangisinvestment negatively as costs of production and costs of living increase. Thi:
will affect county economic activities and business in general and therefore low local incomes and reduced local reactiaune coll

v. The clamour for salary increases atidv@ances awards by the Salaries and Remuneration Commission and continued recruitment
employees due to expanded services may imply an increased wage bill for the County thus reducing the allocation mear
development programmes

We will mitigate themajor risks to our FY 2018/2019 fiscal plan through:

i.  Fast tracking of timely project implementation to reduce County Government commitments on incomplete projects and t
ensure proper management of pending bills.

ii.  Strict adherence to fiscal responsililiprinciples and all the legislations related to planning, budgeting and public finance
management in general to avoid delays in approval of funds release by the Controller of Budget and the disbursemet of fun
the Central Bank.

iii.  Embarking on a programe of public expenditure rationalization on recurrent items to eliminate wastage and save on resource:
sustain envisaged increased public spending on wages.

iv.  Strengthening of compliance and enforcement efforts and fast tracking implementation ofrthe eawemation to enhance local
revenue collection

v. Fast tracking the enactment of the Finance Bill and other affiliated bills to enhance county revenue raising measures

The preparation of this County budget FY 2018/2019 continues the courgjotraation programme with more emphasis to our core
development agenda in water services, roads and public works, health care and education. We will be steadfast in ugesuring p
management of financial resources in line with requirements of the tipsti2010.
